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Chitosan based polymer electrolyte for

natural dye sensitized solar cell

Abstract

To avoid the negative effects of current energy systems on environmental
pollution and global warming, research have been focused on remewable
energy sources for the future. Among the renewable energy sources, solar
energy has attracted a great interest due to its availability and non polluting.
As a result, the conversion of solar energy into different forms has been the
core of research for the past few years. Therefore, it is necessary to develop
low-cost devices for harvesting solar energy. Dye-sensitized solar cells
(DSSCs) have been widely investigated as a next-generation solar cell
because of their simple structure and low manufacturing cost. Long term
stability is very important for the future application of dye sensitized solar
cells (DSSCs). Therefore solidification of electrolyte in DSSCs is the most
crucial research direction as the leakage and vaporization of liquid
electrolyte limiting the long term durability of these cells. In the present work
dye sensitized solar cell was assembled using electrolyte system composed of
Chitosan as host polymer, ethylene carbonate as plasticizer, Lil: 12 as redox
couple and TiO; as filler, and anthocyanin as sensitizer. The prepared DSSC
is not only stable but also eco friendly due to use of natural polymer and dye.

Introduction-

Since the breakthrough work by Gratzel in 1991, dye sensitized solar
cells (DSSCs) have attracted the attention of researchers and academia
worldwide (1-2). Comparing with conventional silicon based solar
cells DSSCs have simple design structure and are cheaper to develop.
But they suffer from relatively lower efficiency in comparison to
silicon based solar cells. A DSSC is composed of following
components nanocrystalline porous semiconductor based working
electrode, sensitizer, counter electrode and an electrolyte (3). The
researchers and scientist working in the field of DSSCs are
concentrating their work on improving the one or the other component
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so that highest efficiency comparable to traditional silicon based solar
cells can be achieved.

The liquid electrolyte which is the most important component
of DSSC hinderers its stability as the electrolyte leaks and vaporizes
with time. Thus scientist are focusing their attention in the
solidification of electrolyte such as inorganic or organic hole
conductors, ionic liquids, polymer electrolyte, gel electrolyte (4-5). In
the present study we used chitosan a natural bio polymer as electrolyte
to make DSSC more eco friendly. Chitosan has gain interest due its
various specific properties like biodegradability, non toxicity,
odourless, homogeneity with high mechanical strength (6). Chitosan
consist of P-(1, 4)-linked 2-amino-deoxy-D-glucopyranose. The
nitrogen and oxygen present in it make it suitable as a host for polymer
electrolyte. The atoms serve as electron donors giving it ability to host
ionic conduction (7-8). Further to enhance the ionic conduction of
chitosan we added nanoparticle of TiO, as filler. The addition of filler
will enhance the amphoursity of polymer which will improve
conduction of ions.

The second important component of DSSC is the
photosensitizer which absorbs sunlight and converts into electricity.
Various synthetic dyes have been employed in DSSCs based on noble
metals like ruthenium and osmium but these dyes suffer from some of
the major drawbacks such as its rarity, high cost and complicated
synthesis which limit its use in DSSCs (9). Therefore we are focusing
our attention on natural dyes because they present many advantages,
such as high molar extinction coefficients, easy to prepare, low in cost,
non toxic (10-11).

The working electrode or photoanode is other important

component of DSSCs. Nanocrystalline TiO, (ns-TiO,) is generally
used semiconductor material for the photoanode of DSSCs.
In the present work we fabricated DSSC with polymer electrolyte
system composed of chitosan as a host polymer, Lil: I, as a redox
couple, EC as plasticizer, TiO, as filler with anthocyanin dye. The
properties like short-circuit photocurrent density (JSC), open circuit
voltage (Voc), fill factor (ff) conversion efficiency and stability of the
fabricated DSSC has been studied.

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Experimental- Extraction and purification of dye

The anthoacyanin dye extracted with ethanol was obtained by
the following steps: fresh black grapes were washed with water and
vacuum dried at 60 °C. After crushing, these materials were immersed
in absolute ethanol at room temperature in the dark for one week to
extract the dye. Then the solids were filtrated out and the filtrates were
concentrated in rotavapor at 40°C. These ethanolic extracts were
refined by chromatogram method.

Synthesis of TiO, photoelectrode- TiO, nanoparticle was
prepared by sol-gel method using Titanium isopropoxide as starting
material. TifOCH(CH3),]4 was added slowly to isopropanol drop by
drop. Deionized water was slowly added under vigorous stirring
conditions for the duration of 10 minutes leading to the generation of a
white precipitate then 1 ml of dil. HNO3z was added to the mixture. The
mixture was then stirred for 15 min at 80 °C. Propanol, together with
some water was allowed to evaporate during this time. The resulting

solid was dried and calcined at 450°C to get pure TiO, nanoparticles.
ITO conductive glass plates with a sheet resistance of 15-20 Q/cm2
were first cleaned in a detergent solution using an ultrasonic bath for
15 minutes, rinsed with water and ethanol, and then dried. TiO,
nanopowder pastes were deposited on the ITO conductive glass by
doctor-blading technique in order to obtain TiO, film. The film on the
substrate was annealed in oven at 150°C for 5-10 minutePreparation of
polymer electrolyte

Chitosan based polymer electrolyte film was prepared by well
known solution cast technique. To prepare thin film, appropriate
amount of chitosan was dissolved in 100 ml of 1% acetic acid. Lil: I,
was also dissolved in the same polymeric solution. The solution was
stirred for 6-8 hrs resulting in a homogenous solution. In this
homogenous solution EC along with graphite nanopowder was mixed
thoroughly for one night. TiO, powder is synthesized by sol-gel
process, by hydrolysis of titanium isopropoxide, in presence of
propanol and ammonia as catalyst. Finally, the solution of chitosan,
Lil: I, (redox couple), graphite and EC was casted in polypropylene
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dish. The solvent free polymer electrolyte film was obtained by slow
evaporation in ambient temperature followed by vacuum drying.

Structural Characterization

The structural and morphological characterization of TiO
nanomaterial was carried out through XRD by employing a Philips
PW 1710 Diffractometer (CuKa radiation) equipped with a graphite
monochromater and scanning electron microscope (JEOL-JXA-8100
EPMA). In order to explore the spectral response, the absorption
spectra of anthocyanin dye-coated TiO; on quartz glass substrates was
carried out through double beam spectrophotometer (Systronics,
2201). Impedance measurements were carried out using computer-
controlled HioKi (Japan) LCZ HI Tester (model 3522). During all the
measurements, humidity level was maintained at ~55 % (constant).
Fabrication and cell performance measurement of DSSC— TiO, based
electrode was immersed in an ethanol solution containing a natural
anthocyanin dye for 10-12 hrs. Dye-sensitized electrode and Pt
counter electrode were assembled to form a solar cell by sandwiching
a nanocomposite polymer electrolyte containing redox couple. All
electrochemical measurement was carried out by using a Biologic SP-
150. A Xenon-Mercury lamp (Oriel Corporation, USA) was used as
illumination source. The intensity of incident radiation was adjusted
and fixed at 100 mW/cm”.

Results and Discussion- Figure 1 shows the XRD pattern of
the prepared TiO, nanomaterial. The strong and intense peak shows
that the nanoparticle produced are fined crystalline devoid of
amorphous phase. The crystallite size obtained using this formula is 5-
15 nm.

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The SEM image of the TiO, nanoparticle sintered at 450°C are shown
in Figure 2, reveals the highly porous nature of the film which
resulting large surface area offers many docking sites for dye
molecules so that these molecules can anchor numerously and harvest
immense amounts of light.

Figure 3 shows the absorption spectra of anthocyanin dye coated TiO;
photoelectrode. The absorption peak is shifted toward the longer-
wavelength region.

The XRD pattern of 99 {90 Chitosan- 10 Lil: I,}: 1 TiO, film prepared
by solution cast technique is shown in figure 4 (normalized). The XRD
pattern of pure chitosan film shows sharp and intense peaks at 11.7 °,
14.2 © and 23° respectively. From the comparative study of the XRD
patterns it is clear that the addition of filler (graphite) in the polymer
reduces the intensity of the main peak followed by broadening of the
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peak area, which is the indication of the increase in the degree of
amorphousity. The intercalation of the polymer chain with oxide filler
increase the interlayer spacing which results in increase in the
amorphous nature of the film. The amorphous nature of the film

helped in better conduction of ions resulting in better conductivity of
the film.

Figure 5 shows that the ambient ac conductivity of the chitosan based
polymer electrolyte reaches 10° S/cm. The conductivity increases
linearly up to 5 kHz. From Fig. 5, it can be assumed that ac
conductivity of the samples depend on the frequency according to the

power law is very frequently observed in a wide range of materials
among which is polymer.
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Figure 6 shows the cell performance of the chitosan based
DSSC with TiO, photoelectrode sensitized with anthocyanin dye. The
photocurrent (Isc) was found to be 4.9 mA/cm® and photovoltage
(Voc) 0.3 V. The conversion efficiency and fill factor of anthocyanin
dye coated TiO, photoanode was found to be 47 % and 0.69 %
respectively. The cell was found to be stable for 10 weeks as it does
not suffers from leakage and vaporization of liquid electrolyte.

Conclusion- In the present paper, we fabricated natural dye

sensitized solar cell with chitosan based polymer electrolyte having
TiO, as filler. From the studies it can be calculated that the use of
Chitosan polymer electrolyte improved the stability of the cell.
Chitosan being a natural polymer also make the prepared cell eco
friendly. Anthocyanin dye showed better complexation with TiO,
surface as clearly shown by absorption band which aided in better
charge transfer between dye molecules and TiO, surface. Therefore,
this dye provides a more efficient incident photon to electron
conversion. Hence the fabricated cell is eco friendly as well cheaper to
develop.

Girl Child in India

Female children, girls and women are all victims of
discrimination from ages. Most parents want to have male children so
that they can supplement their family income and to have a help when
the parents will grow older. They think the female child is a burden to
them. The society discriminates girl child in different manners. The
girl child in rurals is discriminated by abuse, forcing to work, forced
to child marriage. In urban areas, the girl child is discriminated by
child labour , abuse and making differences between a boy and a girl.
The people usually think that boys are better performers so the money
is usually spent on boys in matters of education and schooling. The
girl child is discriminated in almost every house .

In India, situation of girl child is exactly same as described as
above. Apart from the governmental and non-governmental initiatives,
present paper is an additional effort to create awareness among the
people against this gender disparity.

Introduction- It has been said that Gods prevail where woman
are worshiped. Probably in ancient times, women were given a
venerable position; but this situation does not apply to the modern
society. Presently, we have a male-dominated society around us.

Most of the underdeveloped and developed countries nuture
bias against females. The forum of the South Asian Association of
Regional Cooperation (SAARC) systematically traced the seeds of this
discrimination in the unequal treatment meted out to girls right from
their infancy or even before their birth.

To reorient the social attitude and government policies, the
year 1990 was declared the ‘Year of Girl Child’ for the SAARC
countries indicating that the girl children in these countries faced
problems in addition to the problems faced by children in general. The
year 1990 for the Girl Child was followed by SAARC decade.
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The problems of girls in India and other SAARC countries are
not only the problems of the privations of poverty and general issues
associated with conditions in the developing countries, but they refer
to situations arising from their being girls. The Indian society, despite
being divided on the basis of cast, religion, wealth and region,
universally regards the birth of the girl child as unwelcome. On the
contrary, the birth of a male child is celebrated with sweets, music and
gaiety. He is looked upon as a savior on whom the parents will be able
to lean in their old age, the one who will perform their last rites and
carry the family through ages.

The girl child faces many odds in the struggle for survival,
caught in the maze of cultural practices and prejudices that strip of her
individuality and mould her into a submissive, self-sacrificing
daughter and then a mother. Her labour as an important contributor to
the family income either as a domestic servant, an agricultural hand ,or
a caretaker for her young siblings , robs her not only of her childhood
,but also her innocence ,making her ignorant and weak in the process.

The discrimination against a girl child begins with the birth of
the ‘unwanted daughter’ who does not receive a sufficient quantity of
mother’s milk which is fundamental for her nourishment. Sons are
shown preference in the distribution of nutritious foods. The cycle of
malnutrition and undernutrition continues, with young girls giving
birth to babies who grow inadequately particularly if they are girls, and
who in turn perpetuate the cycle.

The birth celebration of boys and the gloomy occasion of girls’
birth has a considerable impact on the female child. She learns that to
be a girl is a misfortune. She hears frequently that she is the “paraya
dhan” (alien wealth) or the burden on her father’s shoulders.
Throughout childhood and adolescence, she is described as a
temporary resident, destined to be transferred to another family who
will accept the burden in return for a dowry.

The girl child’s perception of herself and her role is
conditioned by her early socialization, a process which eventually
moulds her into the stereotyped prisoner of her gender. At each and
every step of life, the girl follows her mother. She sees her mother
working through sickness, pain and suffering ill health without
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complaining. She also sees her mother subsisting on leftovers and she
learns to do the same. Told to talk softly and dress modestly, the girl
child gradually acquires the qualities of submissiveness, meekness and
self — sacrifices which allows her to accept the domination of male
oriented values. Whatever she acquires from her family and especially
from mother, she tries to transmit all this to her daughter.

It is therefore true that, in India, the family structure and values
function in such a way that the daughters grow up looking upon
themselves as inferior and subservient, entitled to much less of every
thing than sons : less opportunity, less authority, less property, low
status, less power and virtually no choices.

Discrimination against the females is more or less inherent in
the Indian society. Some of the aspects in which the girl child is
discriminated against are as follows:

The Declining Sex Ratio- It is widely known that India’s
unfavorable sex ratio is due primarily to the higher mortality of
females as compared to males. This imbalance differs from place to
place according to the value placed on female children, along with
other factors such as overall health and nutrition, levels of education,
extent of labour and so on

According to the Census India 2011, the sex ratio ( Female per
thousand male is 943 which was registered as 972 in 2001. The Census
report says that child sex ratio from 0 to 6 age group is 919 per
thousand males. This data really indicates about serious demographic
repercussions.

Morbidity and Malnutrition - There is considerable direct
and indirect evidence of higher morbidity and malnutrition among
girls. A study conducted among the rural children in Tamil Nadu
showed considerably higher morbidity among girls ( Devdas and
Kamalnathan, 1985). Kanjilal et al (2015) in their study reported
regional heterogeneity in malnutrition across the major states of India.
A report from Punjab cited that 55.5 % of children who died belonged
to the under privileged community and 69% of those had severe
malnutrition. The majority of them were female children.
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The overall feeling is that scarce resources of time or money
should not be spent on daughters and that they must learn early to
tolerate pain and suffering which are the lot of women.

Malnutrition in young girls continues into adulthood and to the
next generation. The lower and inferior share of food resources to the
female child coupled with lack of care for her special nutritional needs
during adolescence renders her vulnerable to the stresses of early and
frequent child bearing that characterize Indian society. The tradition
bound Indian women not only discriminate against their baby daughter
in matters of feeding and care, but also bring her up to believe her that
self-discrimination is her duty- perpetuating the vicious cycle.

Health Care

Despite higher morbidity and malnutrition among girls they
receive less health care as compared with boys. Hospital and clinic
attendance records invariably show a preponderance. In one of Delhi’s
leading hospitals, only 35% of admissions were of girls (
Ghosh,1985).UNICEF (2018) recently released a report in which it is
stated that in India the death rate of girls is higher than boys as parents
neglect healthcare. In India parents are less likely to seek treatment for
a sick baby girl than a boy where more female infants die within the
first month of being born . Narendra Gupta a public health expert in
north-western Rajasthan records high rate of female infant mortality.
The report further stated that boys are still socially more preferred than
girls.

The discrimination against the girl child further continues in the
field of education and literacy.

Achievement in Literacy- Literacy is defined by the census as
the ability to read and write in any language. Census 2011 reported that
literacy in India is 74.04%. male literacy rate is 82.14% whereas
female literacy rate is 65.46%. Though overall literacy rate has
increased from the last Census report, yet female literacy rate is still
having a significant difference from male literacy.

Labour and Work Pattern- The involvement of young children
in household work and family occupations constitutes an important part
of their training for life and work. UNICEF report (2016) says that girls
spend 40%more time or ‘160 million more hours a day’ on household
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chores such as cooking, cleaning, collecting firewood and caring for
members than boys of same age. Girls are indulged in household work
as early as 5 to 9 years old spending 30% more time than boys of their
age on chores. The disparity continues upto 50% at the age of 14 and
the household labour is assigned to girls.

Social Unacceptability

According to Karkal (1991), the root of the problem of
discriminatory treatment being meted out to girls lies in the status of
women in society and their expected roles. Girls are socialized in
docility, blind obedience and total dependence. This situation
prevalent at home is reinforced by the society. Socializing the girls
from their childhood to accept their status and ideology of male
supremacy assures continuance of the discriminatory treatment ( Singh
and Prabhakar, 1991)

It goes without saying that an integrated and wholistic approach
to the girl child's development is essential for the creation of a new
environment in which she can be valued and nurtured. The search for
new and bold efforts to give the girl child her due, to allow her to
evolve to her full potential, involves a process of social mobilization
that will make her everyone's concern. Every efforts should be made to
remove the disparities under which the girl child is born and grows up
if she is to be taken out of the maze of neglect in which she has been
lost for centuries.

Global efforts in favour of girl child- On the first
International Day of the Girl Child (11" October 2012), Ban-Ki-Moon
Secretary General of United Nations stated, “Let’s girls be girls not
brides”. This was an alarming level of violence and abuse faced by the
girls on the issue of child marriage. He also added, “Empowering girls
is a moral imperative, matter of basic justice and equality. Investing in
girls is a catalyst for changing the world — we must work together for
the day when every girl is treated with dignity and respect , that’s what
this observance is about.”

The UNFPA-UNICEF Global Programme to Accelerate Action to
End Child Marriage is part of a global effort to prevent girls from
marrying too young and to support those already married as girls in
twelve countries across Africa, Asia and Middle-east.
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Government Initiatives in India- The Government of India
have started many policies and schemes favouring girl child. Some of
them are- »The National Policy for Children, 1974 »The National
Plan of Action »The Pre-natal Diagnostics Techniques( Regulation
and Prevention of Misuse act, 1994 . »The Immoral Traffic
(Prevention) act 1986. »The Juvenile Justice Act of 2000 »Indian

» Swadhar A Scheme for women in Difficult Circumstances [2001-02]
»Rajiv Gandhi Scheme for Empowerment of Adolescent Girls

- Beti Bachao Beti Padhao [2015] »Observance of National Girl
Child’s Day on 24™ January since 2008

Because I am a Girl (BIAAG) a global movement for girls
education and transforming power relations, Nanhi Kali, CARE India,
IIMPACT, CRY, Smile foundation, Pratham, GOONIJ, are some
NGO's which are continuously working for girls in India in some or
the other way.

Apart from the Governmental and non-Governmental efforts,
we as a member of society have our duty to take each and every
essential step not only to save but to uplift the girl child. Because
individual concern will do more than any other effort. Some of the
efforts which can be more effective are-- »Not to rush to extreme
desire of boy child. Try to bring gender equality. »Educate the girl
child as equal to boy child. » Empower women, because this is the
most effective tool to save girl child. »People should be aware
through some effective campaigns regarding ' Save the Girl Child” » A
girl child should be given equal access and opportunities in every
field. »Safe and secure arrangements should be made at all the fields
related to girl child. » Campaigns against the discrimination towards
the girl child should be run including the family members.

Civil society networks, business leaders, media organizations,
academia, social enterprises, philanthropic communities all have to
play active role to save and educate girl child in right direction.

In all, each and every citizen of India must follow all the rules
and regulations made for saving the discriminated girl child as well as
improving her position in the society.
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An Experimental Study of Slow Learners
- Sangeeta Singh

Slow Learners are those children who are low achieving
academic skills and often ignored by others as dull, Lazy or inept in
the school setting. Slow learners log behind other students not only in
academics but also in social, emotional that 5 to 15 percent of school
going children, suffer from scholastic backwardness. The early
identification of students who are at risk for educational failure is an
important process that deserves much attention and research. Dr.
S.Subramaniam says that although they have no intellectual disability,
no identifiable neurological impairments and no learning disorders,
slow learners perform poorly in school and exhibit discrepancy
between expected achievement based on their intellectual ability
assessment and actual achievement as children advance in school,
There is a corresponding increase in difficult as school subject and
assignments. Thus, children’s performance depends progressively
more on their motivation to sustain and active commitment to and
efforts towards self regulated learning.! A pretest posttest random
control group experimental group research design was followed to
assess the effects of the integrated instruction on the academic
performance and psychological indices of slow learners.

(i) Experimental Group:- the total sample comprised of 10 slow
learners as experimental groups studying in 5™ class in primary
school who where giving and exposure to a specially designed
integrated intervention program for the duration of 5 weeks period
of time.

(i) Control group:- Another group 10 slow learners of 5™ class
drawn from the same school were kept as control group. No such
exposure to intervention would be given for this group.

In order to have the homogeneity in the sample size, they were
matched for age, gender, IQ, mother tongue, socio-economic status
etc. The slow learners were selected using the following three
screening methods based on their academic performance teaches
report and 1Q test.
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A- Academic performance:- Only those students who scored less
then 50 % of marks in all the subjects consistently for the first
monthly and quarterly examination were selected.

B- Teachers assessment:- Teacher’s ratings on children’s overall
performance in class room and those who were found to be dull or
below average were identified as slow learners.

A three-tier mutually supportive integrated intervention program
was administered to the slow learners. The following three types of
activities such as graphic organizer, mindfulness meditation and
mnemonics which had been designed exclusively to address the
specific needs of the slow learners such as memory improvements,
goal setting and overall study skills improvement were administered
between 12.30-2.00p.m. for the period of 16 weeks. Graphic
organizer were constructed using ‘xmind’ and Microsoft Smart Art
for biology and history based on the lessons that were taught to them
in their regular classes. Only the slow learning students in
experimental group were provided these graphic organizers as an
additional academic input. Participants received instruction for a
period of 16 weeks. The intervention was given for 40 minutes daily.

The meditation programme was given in 30 minutes session
per day for 16 weeks. The slow learners were introduced to there
main mnemonic strategies, namely, the method of loci, These were
given exclusively to the experimental group of slow learners.

This programme was aiming at changing teacher’s attitude
towards students of slow learners in the areas of acceptance and
supports to slow learners and rewards of appreciation for
demonstrating acceptable behaviors of slow learners and conveying
positive expectations to slow learners and not biased by post events .
a three day work shop was organized to impart these behavioral
science inputs to the concerned teachers relaxation therapy was
administered to slow learners to improve their concentration in their
subjects. In summary the overall intervention was aiming at eliding
move effort from the slow learners and their mentors to gain required
knowledge and skills to master their subjects,’

The data of the gain sure acquired by the experimental group
and control group of slow learners were compared using an
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independent sample rest to ensure that the effects of the integrated
intervention were significant and specific to the experimental group
of slow learners. In addition to the test of significance, effect sizes
were calculated to measure the relative magnitude of the
experimental treatment using Cohen’s based on the analysis, the
following conclusions were drawn- As expiates the integrated
intervention strategies in addition to conventional classroom teaching
seemed to be very effective in improving the academic performance
source in science&social science of slow learning students in grade 5.

The experimental group showed a significant improvement in
academic self- effaces perhaps due to the effect of integrated
intervention, it come be inferred the graphic organizer and memory
teaching could have acted as effective tools which drive to slow
learners to summaries their ideas and structure their writing work as a
visualize by converting a text into an appropriate paragraph which in
turn, for the facilitates to retrieve the required information at the
appropriate time.

Criminal Liability in India

Corporate crime is nothing new to India. Corporate crime is
burning issue nowadays, one can find in newspaper daily scams
involving companies which ruing economy of the stale and also spoil
the state of welfare community. Corporate is the basic foundation of
any developing country, and state should not depend on the business
sector to deliver a stable economy. For welfare of the community
corporate crime pose a significant threat given the pervasive presence
of corporation in wide range of actives in our society and the impact of
their action on much wider group of people are affected. The potential
harm for both economic and physical caused by corporation is greater.
Bribery and corruption are the major problem in the developed world
and corruption among public official is said to be a large caused of
crime on poor countries that having large International Monetary Fund
debts. Therefore it is important to improve the notion of what is
corporate crime and up to what extent the liability should impose on
corporate. Because the ultimate goal of any civilized society is that
“Jio are Jine do” means “live and let to live others” To live simply is
not the real meaning or definition of any civilized society to live
means to live with dignity with humanity. The present scenario of
liability of corporate is to become more strengthen than now. The
endorsement of criminal liability for corporation has been largely a
twentieth century phenomenon. Corporate liability has become
prominent item on the agenda for law reformer Provision on corporate
liability have been in several proposal for codification in India
especially since The Bhopal Gas Tragedy case’. As yet the direction
forward remain unsettled. Conventional crime were not designed with
the company in mind and they fail to capture the essence of corporate
fact. The role of corporation in society has become conspicuous. Given
the place that corporation play in the commercial life of our society
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and the place that commercial life holds in our system of values it is
easy to see how corporate criminal liability suits this purpose.

1.1 Meaning of Crime

Crime is illegal activity that is prohibited by the law. A crime
is often called an ‘offence’. Some people wear shirts that say ‘it’s only
illegal if you get caught’. This is untrue. Any activity prohibited by
statute or the common law is illegal whether you are caught or not.
This is like saying ‘it’s only illegal to hurt children if you get
caught’. People would agree that hurting children is illegal whether or
not the people who commit such crimes are caught.

The law, and the crimes it creates are most often a reflection of
morality. Morality is made up of the principles we use to govern our
relationships with one another. This is why actions such as stealing,
assault, rape, and murder are crimes. each of these acts harms our
ability to trust other people, and to feel safe in society.

Other questions around crime are less easy to answer. Why is
smoking cannabis a crime and smoking cigarettes not a crime, Why is
alcohol legal but not other drugs. These are very difficult questions to
answer, and there are many different answers. Often it is a question of
cost and benefit. Tobacco products are heavily taxed. The tax from the
sale of cigarettes goes to the public health system. Tobacco users will
have greater cause to rely on that system later in life. It is more of a
benefit to tax cigarettes and use money gained from that for the benefit
of all, than to attempt to prevent people smoking them, which would
involve more cost, and less benefit in the way of crime prevention. It
would also create another large illegal industry, alongside that of drug
manufacture and supply.

On the whole, crime is something that has to do with the
greater good of society. The law criminalizes activities that will hurt
our relationships with one another, and in society as a whole. There are
different levels of crime though — not all crimes are of the same
magnitude. A parking offence is very different to murder. The law
reflects the difference between these in the way the legal system deals
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with each crime, and the penalty imposed. A parking offence will
incur a small fine, murder will incur a term of imprisonment.

Man by nature is a fighting animal hence to think of criminal
less society is a myth. Truly speaking there is no society without the
problem of crime and criminals. The concept of crime is essentially
concerned with social orders. It is well known that man’s interest are
best protected as a member of the community. Everyone owes certain
duties to his fellow man and at the same time has certain rights and
privileges which he expects others to ensure him. Although, most
people believe in “live and let live” policy yet there are a fear who for
some reason of the other deviate from this normal behavioral pattern
and themselves with anti social elements. There is hardly any society
which is not beset with the problem of crime. Infect crime is a constant
phenomenon changing with the social transformation.

The concept of crime is closely related to social policy of given
time with changes in ideologies the concept of crime also changes.
This is to say, certain new crimes spring up where existing crime
become absolute and therefore they are deleted through adequate
changes in the criminal law. It is for this reason that the criminal law
has often been considered as a barometer to gauge the moral turpitude
of the society as given time. In other words the social standard of
society can conveniently be judge by studying the criminal policy
adopted by it.

There has been considerable increase in crime rate in recent
decades. This phenomenon, however is not peculiar to India alone.
The up word trend in crime rate can be attributed to modernization ,
urbanization, industrialization, advance of science and technology and
growth of civilization and advent of materialism with economic
growth people’s craze for wealth and other luxuries of life has
increased beyond limits which can not be quenched with the available
resources. Obviously person who can not resist their temptation too
often resort to unlawful means to meet their ulterior motives. Scientific
know has proved a boon to offenders in carrying out their criminal
activities with considerable ease. They have provided better
opportunity for escape and avoid detection which has mitigated the
risk involved in committing crimes.
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The term crime does not, in modern times, have any simple and
universally accepted definition, but one definition is that a crime, also
called an offence or a criminal offence, is an act harmful not only to
some individual, but also to the community or the state a public wrong.
Such acts are forbidden and punishable by law.

The state government has the power to severely restrict one’s
liberty for committing a crime. Therefore, in modern societies, a
criminal procedure must be adhered to during the investigation and
trial. Only if found guilty, the offender may be sentenced to
punishment such as community sentence, imprisonment, life
imprisonment or, in some jurisdictions, even death. To be classified as
a crime, the act of doing something bad that is actus reus must be
usually accompanied by the intention to do something bad mens rea,
with certain exceptions strict liability. While every crime violates the
law, not every violation of the law counts as a crime. Breaches of
private law (torts and breaches of contract) are not automatically
punished by the state, but can be enforced through civil procedure.

1.1.2 Origin of word crime- The word crime is derived from
the Latin root cerno, meaning “lI decide, | give judgment”. Originally
the Latin word crimen meant “charge” or “cry of distress.” The
Ancient Greek word krima , from which the Latin cognate derives,
typically referred to an intellectual mistake or an offense against the
community, rather than a private or moral wrong.

The word may derive from the Latin cernere — “to decide, to
sift”. But Ernest Klein rejects this and suggests cri-men, which
originally would have meant “cry of distress”. Thomas G. Tucker
suggests a root in “cry” words and refers to English plaint, plaintiff,
and so on.” The meaning “offense punishable by law” dates from the
late 14th century. The Latin word is glossed in Old English by facen,
also “deceit, fraud, treachery”. Crime wave first attested in 1893 in
American English.

1.1.3 History of Crime- Some religious communities regard
sin as a crime; some may even highlight the crime of sin very early in
legendary or mythological accounts of origins — note the tale of
Adam and Eve and the theory of original sin. What one group
considers a crime may cause or ignite war or conflict. However, the
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earliest known civilizations had codes of law, containing both civil and
penal rules mixed together, though not always in recorded form.

Historically the concept of crime seems to have always been
changing with the wvariations in social conditions during the
evolutionary stages of human society. This can be illustrated be the
face that early English society during 12th, 13th centuries included
only those act as crime which were committed against the state or the
religion The expression “crime” means, in England and Ireland, any
felony or the offence of uttering false or counterfeit coin, or of
possessing counterfeit gold or silver coin, or the offence of obtaining
goods or money by false pretences, or the offence of conspiracy to
defraud, or any misdemeanor under the fifty-eighth section of the
Larceny Act, 1861.

1.1.4 Crime defined- A precise definition of “crime” is by no
means an easy task. Generally speaking, almost all society have certain
norms be beliefs, customs and traditions which are implicitly accepted
by its member as conducive to their well being to and healthy around
development. Infringement of these cherished norms and custom is
condemned anti social behavior, thus many writers have defined,
‘crime’ as anti social immoral or sinful behavior.

1.1.5 Sociological- A normative definition views crime as
deviant behavior that violates prevailing norms—cultural standards
prescribing how human sought to behave normally. This approach
considers the complex realities surrounding the concept of crime and
seeks to understand how changing social, political, psychological, and
economic conditions may affect changing definitions of crime and the
form of the legal, law-enforcement, and penal responses made by
society.

These structural realities remain fluid and often contentious.
For example: as cultures change and the political environment shifts,
societies may criminalize or decriminalize certain behaviors, which
directly affects the statistical crime rates, influence the allocation of
resources for the enforcement of laws, and influence the general public
opinion.

1.1.6 Characteristics of Crime- There are -certain
characteristics of a crime which make an unlawful act or omission
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punishable under the law of the land. The main characteristics of crime
are as follows: I. External consequences II. Act (Actus Reus) III. Mens
rea or guilty mind IV. prohibited act V. punishment

1.1.6.1 External consequences- Crime always have harmful
impact on society may it be social, personal, economical or mental.

1.1.6.2. Act (Acts Reus)- There should be an act or omission
to constitute crime. Intention or mensrea alone shall not construe a
crime unless it is followed by some external act. Generally omitting to
do something will not amount to actuaries of an offence. The criminal
law usually punished individuals for positive conduct and not for
inaction. There are however some notable exception. e.g. a police
officer may have a duty to act to prevent and assault and if he does not
he will be liable to punished under the law.

1.1.6.3. Mens Rea or Guilty Mind- Mens rea is one of the
essential ingredient of a crime. It may however be direct or implied.
the implied mens rea is otherwise termed as constructive mens rea.
The maxim ‘actus non facit reum nisi mens sit rea’ means that an
act alone does not constitute a crime unless it is a companied by gailty
intention. The doctrine had been discussed elaborately by Will J. in
Tolson;s case®.

Mens rea implies that there must be a state a mind with respect
to an actus reas that is an intention to act in the prescribed fashion. It is
however, important to distinguished means from motive Thus if a
person steal’s away a few loaves of bread from someone’s kitchen to
feed a child who is dying of hunger the motive here may be honorable
and understandable, nevertheless the mens rea being to commit the
theft, the persons would be convicted for theft, its motive may
however be taken in to account in sentencing and he may be less
severely punished because for his good motive. In short motive should
be taken into consideration at the sentencing stage and not at the time
of deciding the questions of mens rea.

1.1.6.4. Prohibited act- The act should be prohibited or
forbidden under the existing penal law. Act however immoral, shall
not be an offence unless it is prohibited by law of land.

The act, in order to constitute a crime should not only be
prohibited by the law but should also be punishable by the state. The
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punishment usually set out in term of a maximum and the actual
punishment in any particular case is left to the direction of the judge
both the defense and the prosecution have a right to appeal against the
quantum of sentence.

1.2 Concept of Corporate- The common man definition of
corporation is a group of individuals coming together to carry on a
business. Corporation is a creation of law, a business entity recognized
by law. Though English law established the origin of Modern
corporation in the 14th century or so, yet some authors are of the view
that the origin of corporation could be sought in the 20th century or
perhaps in the roman law where juristic person was said to have been
recognized, Sir Henry Maine suggested that a sort of corporate as
opposed to the individual responsibility was at the very heart of the
primitive legal system®. Society was not what it is assumed to be at
present, a collection of individuals but in view of others it is an
aggression of families, The law recognized this system of small
independent corporation.

1.2.1 Corporation are of two kinds.

a. Corporation Aggregated b. Corporate Aggregate

1.2.2 Corporate crime- Corporate crime refers to crime
committed by either a corporation or individual that may be identified
with corporation or other business entity. In criminology, a corporate
crime refers to crime committed by individual that may be identified
with a corporation or other business entity.

Corporate crime overlaps with: A) White collar crime B)
Organized crime C) State corporate crime

1.2.2.1 White collar crime- The majority of individual who
may act as or represent the interest of the corporation are employees or
professionals of a higher social class.

According to Edlehere “An illegal act or series of illegal acts
committed by non physical kinds of means and by concealment or
guilt, to obtain money or property or to obtain business
advantage™’.

According to Sutherland “crime committed by persons of
respectability and high social status in course of their

occupation™®.
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White collar criminality has become a global phenomenon with
the advance of commerce and technology. Like any other country,
India is equally in the grip of white collar criminality. The reason for
enormous increase in white collar crime in recent decades is to be
found in the fast developing economy and industrial growth of this
developing country.

1.2.2.2 Organized crime- The criminal can set up corporation
either for the purpose of crime or as vehicles for laundering the
proceeds of crime organized crime has become a branch of big
business and is simply the illegal sector of capital. It has been
estimated that by the middle of the 1990s the gross criminal product of
organized crime made it the twentieth richest organization in the world
richer than 150 sovereign states. The gross criminal product has been
estimated at 20 percent of world trade.

1.2.2.3 State Corporate Crime- In many content the
opportunity to commit crime emerges from the relationship between
the corporation and the state. Corporate crime may involve acts like
fraud, environmental pollution, corporate crime such as the1985 Union
Carbide accident in Bhopal India making of unsafe product and
dangerous work environment. Corporate crime activities are mostly
due to inadequate cash security practices inadequate supervisions as
well as a lock of internal auditing. The recent wave of corporate scan
dates has a different character. In many of these cases, the crime serves
firm owner’s direct interest employees commit crime in response to
incentives provides by the firm.

White collar crime steals the thunders from conventional crime
as it potentially affect the financial performance of commercial
organization in the country. The corporate crimes together with the
economic development of modern society. The suppression of
corporate crime is receiving increased of attention world wide and
have been incorporated into legal system in a lot of countries.

1.3 Criminal liability and Corporate Criminal liability- In
criminal law, corporate liability determines the extent to which a
corporation as a legal person can be liable for the acts and omissions
of the natural persons it employs. It is sometimes regarded as an aspect
of criminal vicarious liability, as distinct from the situation in which
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the wording of a statutory offence specifically attaches liability to the
corporation as the principal or joint principal with a human agent.

1.3.1 Meaning of Criminal liability- Criminal liability is what
unlock the logical structure of criminal law. Each element of crime
that the prosecutor needs to prove Beyond reasonable doubt is a
principle of criminal liability. There are some crime that only involve a
subset of all the principles of liability and these are called “crimes of
criminal conduct”

Criminal liability is attached only those acts in which there is
violation of criminal law i.e to say there can not be liability without a
criminal law which prohibits certain acts or omissions. '

The basic rules of criminal liability revolves around the basic
latine maxim ““acts non facit reum, nisi mens sit rea”. It means that
to make one liable it must be show that act or omission has been done
which was forbidden by law and has been done with guilty mind.

Hence every crime has two elements one physical known as
acts reus and other mental known as mens rea''.This is the rule of
criminal liability in technical sense but in general the principle upon
which responsibility is premised is autonomy of the individual, which
states that the imposition of responsibility upon an individual flows
naturally from the freedom to make rational choices about actions and
behaviors'".

Although the general rule as stated above is applicable to all
criminal cases but the criminal law jurisprudence has seen one
exception to the above said concept in from of doctrin of strict liability
in which one may be made liable in absence of any guilty state of
mind. This happens in cases of mass destructions through pollution
gross negligence of the company resulting in widespread damages like
tragedy etc.'

Hence there can be no dispute of imposing criminal liability on
corporations as regards no mens res requiring offences but however, it
used to come to be questioned before the chartered bank judgment
when mensrea was concerned.

1.3.2 Concept of Corporate criminal liability- The nature of
corporate crime include insider trading in finance company so many
companies came and in night it’s companies shares price become hike
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and greedy and needy person buy it and couple of month such
companies are run away, There are so many companies in Security
Exchange Board of India. Such companies where about still not found.
This is also a corporate crime . There are also some different types of
corporate crime which affect mass population such as environment
pollution, food adulteration so looking the nature of crime it is the
obligation of state and nation to impose criminal liability on such
corporate.

The endorsement of criminal liability for corporation has been
largely a 20thcentury phenomenon, corporate liability has now become
a prominent item on the agenda for law reformers provisions on
corporate liability have been several proposal for codification in India,
especially since the Bhopal gas case. Conventional crimes were not
designed with the company in mind and they fail to capture the
essence of corporate fault. The concept of acts and mens-rea, with
their human mooring attach are neither useful not appropriate in the
corporate concept.

1.4 Indian Criminal Justice system- India derived its criminal
justice system from British. There is a clear demarcation of the role
and power and function of the legislature, Executive and judiciary is
independent and there is a free press. The penal philosophy in India
has accepted the concept of prevention of crime and treatment and
rehabilitation of criminals which have been reiterated by many
judgments of the supreme court victms have no rights under the
criminal justice system and the state under take the full respossibility
to prosecute and punish the offenders by treating the victims as mere
witnesses.

The Indian criminal justice system is governed by overall by
four leves- I. The Constitution of India,1950. II. The Indian Penal
Code,1860. III. The Criminal Procedure Code,1973. IV. The Indian
Evidence Act,1872.

The legislative power is wasted with the union parliament and
state legislatures and the lane functions are divided into the union list
state list and concurrent list in the Indian constitution At the national
level two major criminal codes, The Indian penal code. 1860 and the
Code of Criminal procedure 1973 deal with all substantive crime and
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their punishment and the criminal procedure respectively to be
followed by the criminal justice agencies. i.e the police precaution and
judiciary during the process of Investigation prosecution of trial of an
offence. These two criminal laws are applicable through India and take
precedence over any state legislation.

All major offences are defined in the Indian penal code and
these apply to resident foreignness and citizens alike. Beside the
Indian penal code many special laws have also been encased to tackle
new crime.

The Indian criminal justice system has four sub systems which
include legislature, (Union parliament state legislature, law
enforcement Police, Adjudication, courts) and corrections adult and
juvenile correction institutions, probation other non instructional
treatment. The legal system in India is adversarial.

1.5 Corporate Criminal liability Under Indian Law-
Corporate Crime have been always been in the news and can best be
define as illegal acts committed by corporate employee on behalf of
the corporation and with its supports. the consequences are far
reaching and it is said to be very severe as corporation are inflicting a
kind of damage to the society that individual acting alone can not
conceive of inflicting. India should India adopt criminal liability in this
regard is worth examining to evaluate and observe which liability
would help hand down justice especially after the Bhopal Gas Leak
case which resulted in mass destruction. It is considered as the world’s
worst industrial catastrophe in 1984 where due to the leak of methyl
and other substances at the Union Carbide India Limited (UCIL)
pesticide plant in Bhopal, Madhya Pradesh, India, 500,000 people
resulted in being affected and despite public commitments to health
and safety UCIL created or allowed to develop conditions whereby an
accident was possible and further failed to mitigate the effects. Its
aftermath is still seen today. Meanwhile, the Supreme Court judgment
delivered in 1996 by justice Ali. M. Ahmadi is highly criticized for
diluting the charges against the accused where on a petition moved by
the accused, the Supreme Court had “amended” the charges from
Section 304 Part (|) (culpable homicide not amounting to murder) to
Section 304-A (causing death by negligence) of The Indian Penal
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Code 1860. On June 7th 2010, 26 years after the tragedy, the trial of
the accused, mostly former officials of the Union Carbide, concluded
with a shockingly low punishment i.e. two years of imprisonment with
a fine of Rs 1 lakh under main Section 304-A (causing death by
negligence) of The Indian Penal Code.1860 making it a bailable
offence. The punishment does not justify the offence committed on
that dreadful night, which is why it has been attacked from every
corner. However the conviction of the accused did bring forth one fact
that the model adopted in India for corporate liability is similar to that
of UK i.e identification as we see that the head of the UCIL was
charged for the offence. Although today it is an established fact that
corporations can be criminally liable but so far India has not legislated
on corporate criminal liability like the US, UK or Australian. The
statutes in India do not yet include such developed jurisprudence and
hence still makes the official responsible for all criminal acts. Some
examples are sections 45,63,68,70(5),203,542 etc of The Indian
Companies Act 1956 which hold only the officials of the company
liable and not the company itself and the various sections of The
Indian Penal Code 1860 directs compulsory imprisonment failing to
take a corporation into account since such a sanction cannot work
against the corporation. Apart from the above in India certain
legislations which have provisions for corporate method of liability are
Prevention of Food Adulteration Act, 1954 (Section 17), The Essential
Commodities Act, 1955 (Section 10), The NDPS Act,1985 (Section
38), the Trade Marks Act,1999 (Section 114), The Income Tax
Act, 1961 (Sections 276-C and 278-B). It is important to analyse the
pros and cons of corporate criminal liability and compare it with civil
remedies to conclude what is more justifiable or efficient.

Conclusion- The society in recent time is increasingly faced
with various kinds of economic crimes that were unknown earlier in
any given legal system. Now day’s courts and prosecutors are often
dealing with such phenomenon holding the corporations criminally
liable as most economic activities take place through them. However
there has always been a hesitation of criminal law to sanction
corporations for their wrongdoing and it was only after the 2nd World
War that criminal law recognised corporate criminal liability. Even
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then the European system has not been able to incorporate the concept
in its criminal legal system. Nonetheless responsible social policy
mandates that we deter those who victimize society through their
dangerous acts and since corporations has been the villain; it needs to
be stopped even if commentators question the use of criminal law.

The primary purpose of this research is to critically analyze
corporate crimes and liability and the problems of attribution attached
to it with relevant case studies. The corporation is the vehicle for the
crime. This may be a short-term crime, i.e., the corporation is set up as
a shell to open credit trading accounts with manufacturers and
wholesalers, trades for a short period of time and then disappears with
the revenue and without paying for the inventory.

There are a number of corporate crimes that have come into
light. One of the major havoc that is created in present times is because
of mysterious disappearance of corporations. Out of the 5,651
companies listed on Bombay stock exchange, 2750 have vanished. It
means that one out of two companies that come to the stock exchange
to raise crores of rupees from investors, loo and run away. Even
famous company like ‘Home Trade’ came up with huge publicity
stunts but after raising money, vanished some where. About 11 million
investors have invested * 10,000 crore in these 2750 companies. We
have Securities Exchange Board of India, Reserve Bank of India and
Department of Companies Affairs to monitor the stock exchange
transactions but none has documented the where about these 2750 odd
companies suspended from the stock exchange. Many of the promoters
and merchant bankers who are responsible for these are roaming scot-
free. The market regulators and stock exchanges are unable to penalize
them or recover their funds.

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governance' does not indicate a withdrawal of the state from its
customarilyimportant role in the Indian economy. Rather, his guiding
philosophy appears tobe that the state will continue to pay a major
role, but that his government willdo a better job of delivering on
governance.”

Meaning of Good Governance- Good governance is an
indeterminate term used in international development literature to
describe how public institutions conduct public affairs and manage
public resources. Governance is "the process of decision-making and
the process by which decisions areimplemented (or not implemented)".
The term governance can apply to corporate, international, national,
local governance or to the interactions between other sectors of
society.

The concept of "good governance" often emerges as a model to
compare ineffective economies or political bodies with viable
economies and political bodies. The concept centreson the
responsibility of governments and governing bodies to meet the needs
of the masses as opposed to select groups in society. Because the
governments treated in the contemporary world as most "successful"
are often liberal democratic states concentrated in Europe and the
Americas, those countries' institutions often set the standards by which
to compare other states' institutions when talking about governance.
Because the term good governance can be focused on any one form of
governance, aid organizations and the authorities of developed
countries often will focus the meaning of good governance to a set of
requirement that conform to the organization's agenda, making "good
governance" imply many different things in many different contexts.
Because concepts such as civil society, decentralisation, peaceful
conflict management and accountability are often used when defining
the concept of good governance, the definition of good governance
promotes many ideas that closely align with effective democratic
governance. Not surprisingly, emphasis on good governance can
sometimes be equated with promoting democratic
government.According to the UNDP governance can be seen as the
exercise of economic, politicaland administrative authority to manage
a country’s affairs at all levels. It comprises themechanisms, processes
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and institutions through which citizens and groups articulate
theirinterests, exercise their legal rights, meet their obligations and
mediate their differences.Good governance is, among other things,
participatory, transparent and accountable. It isalso effective and
equitable, and it promotes the rule of law. It ensures that
political,social and economic priorities are based on broad consensus
in society and that the voicesof the poorest and the most vulnerable are
heard in decision-making over the allocation ofdevelopment
resources.’Generally, public involvement includes three elements or
‘pillars’:

1. Public access to information,

2. Public participation in decision-making processes;

3. Public access to judicial and administrative redress often

termed ‘access tojustice’.

It promotes openness ofgovernment action, decision-making
processes, and consultative processes amongpublic sector and all
stakeholders. These processes are subject to scrutiny by
othergovernment institutions, civil society and  external
institutions.Good governance leads to a number of positive
consequences, including:

e Pecople trust your organization

¢  You know where you’re going

e Your board is connected to your membership and stakeholders

¢ You get good decisions; people value your work

e You have the ability to weather crises

e Financial stability

Modi and Good Governance- The Prime Minister NarendraModi
is a “wildcard’, an “unknown quantity”to his counterparts in
Washington, Beijing, Paris, Germany, and Canada. At home, Modi has
worked to conveyan image of political strength: showcasing his ability
todrive growth through the Gujarat model, making commitmentsto
create jobs and work for the poor, promisingto tackle corruption,
signalling a path for greater foreigninvestment, and more.In India and
outside, there are great expectations of Modi.For now, India’s tech-
savvy prime minister has shown he isa proactive leader — a visible
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head of state who tweets histhoughts and experiences daily.But despite
his convincing victory in the elections, thereare still those who fear for
the future of minority groups inlndia; who question the road forward
for freedom of speechand the press; and who worry about the practice
of cronycapitalism.

The Prime MinisterNarendraModi government has decided to
conduct a study to assess impact and bottlenecks in the implementation
of good governance initiatives and best practices being followed in the
states and at the Centre.Prime Minister NarendraModi had in July,
2014 launched a website ‘www.mygov.in' to help citizens contribute in
governance by giving their opinions and views on important issues like
clean Ganga, clean India, skill development, job creation and girl child
education among others.The Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances
and Pensions has decided to engage a consultant to conduct research
and evaluation study on good governance initiatives.*

Modi's Independence Day address to the nation was expected to
give aclearer picture of his policy priorities. The issues he did
emphasize — sanitationand the societal treatment of women and girls -
are particularly important inIndia, and were widely praised and
appreciated. Economics did find a mentionin that Modi outlined a
vision of India manufacturing rather than importingthe goods she
needs. India could become an export hub as a side benefit, but
theessential underlying message seemed to be: why buy something
abroad when itcan be made here. Now this could be interpreted two
ways. One, as recognitionthat India has been a difficult place for
manufacturers, and as a suggestion that his government planned to do
something about it. Alternatively, as a statementthat India would
follow Japan, South Korea, Singapore and China in choosing
andsupporting specific industries - an industrial policy, in other words.
According to Modi, “Mere good governance is not enough, it has to be
pro-people and pro-active. Good governance is putting people at the
centre of development process. “Citizen-First” is our mantra, our
motto and our guiding principle. It has been my dream to bring
government closer to our citizens, so that they become active
participants in the governance process.’

3. Make in India

Inviting global companies to India, NarendraModi launched his
campaign ‘Make in India’. The initiative has been taken to boost the
economy of the country by inviting global companies to invest in the
Indian market. Modi first mentioned the words "Makein India’ during
his maiden speech as PM on Independence Day. As the NDA
government has eased the foreign direct investment cap in several
areas like construction, defence and the railways, the programme gives
international companies easy access to the Indian market.

4. Scrapping of Planning Commission

On Independence Day, Prime Minister NarendraModi announced
that the 64-year-old Planning Commission would be replaced by a new
institution. Planning Commission had been accused of being
insensitive towards the problem of the states. Modi had said that new
institution replacing planning commission will be brought soon. But
no development has been seen after that.The motive behind scarping
planning commission is to increase the involvement of state
governments in decision making process. It remains to be seen
whether the new think-tank makes state government equal partners
with centre or not.

5. Mann Ki Baat

NarendraModi always tries to reach out the people. Even before
he became the Prime Minister, he always used to try to connect with
people through social platform. After Indira Gandhi, Modi became the
first PM to address the people on radio. NarendraModi started
programme ‘Mann Ki Baat’ to reach out to the rural as well as the
urban population. Through his speeches aired during ‘Mann Ki Baat’,
Modi coveys his thoughts and messages directly to the
countrymen.The initiative is unique as it clearly indicates that the PM
of the country is concerned about people. It also conveys the message
that the PM is not out of the reach and tries to understand the problems
of masses.

6. MyGov

Aiming to get the feedback of people about the government,
NarendraModi launched a web portal ‘MyGov’. MyGov
(mygov.nic.in), a technology-driven medium that will provide citizens
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an opportunity to contribute towards good governance. It aims to help
citizens contribute in governance by giving their opinions and views
on important issues. The web portal is focused on six main issues as of
now- Girl Child Education, Clean India, Skilled India, Digital India,
Clean Ganga, and job creation. It has not limited itself to mere
discussions but people can also upload documents, case studies,
pictures, and videos which will be monitored by National Informatics
Centre.’

e-governance- PM Modi calls for Digital India to improve
governance: PM Modi underlined the need for using information
technology to improve governance and spread education and medical
facilities.Several dimensions and factors influence the definition of e-
governance or electronic governance. The word “electronic” in the
term e-governance implies technology driven governance. E-
governance is the application of information and communication
technology (ICT) for delivering government services, exchange of
information communication transactions, integration of various stand-
alone systems and services between government-to-customer (G2C),
government-to-business (G2B), government-to-government (G2G) as
well as back office processes and interactions within the entire
government framework. Through e-governance, government services
will be made available to citizens in a convenient, efficient and
transparent manner. The three main target groups that can be
distinguished in governance concepts are government, citizens and
businesses/interest groups. In e-governance there are no distinct
boundaries.

Minimum Government, Maximum Governance- For decades,
we have had extraordinarily large governments while ironically the
quality of governance has been quite poor. There has been more
attention paid to the size of the government and not so much to its
quality. Thus, NarendraModi’s model of a small yet efficient
government stands out. NarendraModi believes that the role of a
Government in businesses should be limited to that of a
facilitator.NarendraModi’s has translated his beliefs into reality with
Gujarat ranking as the number one state in economic freedom in India.
The economic freedom index shows that Gujarat under NarendraModi,
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has small-size state machinery, and is very efficient in protecting
human life and property vis-a-vis the quality of the justice mechanism
measured by the availability of judges, the completion rate of cases by
courts. The investigation quality by the police is also impressive.In
addition, the labour scenario in the state has been found to be superior
under him. Thus NarendraModi had demonstrated that a good justice
delivery mechanism and an entrepreneur-friendly environment is
possible, even with a small and less intrusive government.

The concept of “Minimum  Government Maximum
Governance” captures what was perhaps the most alluring slogan of
the BJP’s election campaign.The idea of minimum government and
maximum governance is an appealing one as it implies that
government will be efficient, and that a smaller bureaucracy with more
skilled people will be better than a larger one. This implication itself
points to at least one condition that must be satisfied for small
government to be effective — the presence of skilled people, or more
generally, the placement of the right person in the right position.

Make in India- Make in India is an initiative of the
Government of India, to encourage companies to manufacture their
products in India. It was launched by Prime Minister NarendraModi on
25 September 2014.”Make in India initiative has been on main agenda
in various foreign visits of NarendraModi.Modi had hinted towards the
initiative in his Independence Day speech of 15 August 2014. It was
launched on 25 September 2014 in a function at the VigyanBhawan.
On 29 December 2014, a workshop was organised by the Department
of Industrial Policy and Promotion which was attended by Modi, his
Cabinet ministers, chief secretaries of states and various industry
leaders.® The major objective behind the initiative is to focus on 25
sectors of the economy for job creation and skill enhancement. Some
of these sectors are: automobiles, chemicals, IT, pharmaceuticals,
textiles, ports, aviation, leather, tourism and hospitality, wellness,
railways, auto components, design manufacturing, renewable energy,
mining, bio-technology, and electronics. The initiative hopes to
increase GDP growth and tax revenue.’The initiative also aims at high
quality standards and minimising the impact on the environment.'’ The
initiative hopes to attract capital and technological investment in India.
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The campaign was designed by the Wieden+Kennedy (W+K)
group which had previously worked on the Incredible India campaign
and a campaign for the Indian Air Force.''In August 2014, the Cabinet
of India allowed 49% foreign direct investment (FDI) in the defence
sector and 100% in railways infrastructure. The defence sector
previously allowed 26% FDI and FDI was not allowed in railways.
This was in hope of bringing down the military imports of India.
Earlier, one Indian company would have held the 51% stake; this was
changed so that multiple companies could hold the 51%.'2 Out of 25
sectors, except Space (74%), Defence (49%) and News Media (26%),
100% FDI is allowed in rest of sectors."

The BJP-led NDA government is following its 'less
government, more governance' mantra. Prime Minister NarendraModi
on 26™ July,2014 launched a web portal titled MyGov where citizens
can post their suggestions to the government. The initiative is a step
ahead to digitize the government.Modi said MyGov (mygov.nic.in) is
a technology-driven medium that will provide citizens an opportunity
to contribute towards good governance.National Informatics Centre
(NIC) of the Department of Electronics and Information Technology
(DeitY) will implement and manage the platform.There are multiple
theme-based discussions on MyGov where a wide range of people can
share their thoughts and ideas with the government.At present, there
are six groups on the platform, Clean Ganga, Girl Child Education,
Clean India, Skilled India, Digital India and Job Creation."

The platform - MyGov - External website that opens in a new
window - encourages citizens as well as people abroad to 'Discuss' and
'Do'. There are multiple theme-based discussions on MyGov - External
website that opens in a new window where a wide range of people can
share their thoughts and ideas. Further, any idea shared by a
contributor will also be discussed on these discussion forums, allowing
constructive feedback and interaction among participants. MyGov -
External website that opens in a new window aims to establish a link
between Government and Citizens towards meeting the goal of good
governance in the country. For those who wish to go beyond
discussions and wish to contribute on the ground, MyGov - External
website that opens in a new window offers several avenues to do so.
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Citizens can volunteer for various tasks and submit their entries. These
tasks would then be reviewed by other members and experts. Once
approved, these tasks can be shared by those who complete the task
and by other members on MyGov - External website that opens in a
new window platform. Every approved task would earn credit points
for completing the task.

MyGov - External website that opens in a new window is an
innovative platform launched to ensure citizens' engagement in
decision making by the Government so that the ultimate goal of "Good
Governance" for building India is achieved. This initiative is an
opportunity for citizens and well-wishers from across the world to
share their views on key issues directly with the Prime Minister of
India - External website that opens in a new window.

The Prime Minister believes that "the success of democracy is
impossible without participation of the people". Groups and creative
corners are an important part of MyGov - External website that opens
in a new window. The platform has been divided into various groups
namely Clean Ganga - External website that opens in a new window,
Green India - External website that opens in a new window, Job
Creation - External website that opens in a new window, Girl Child
Education - External website that opens in a new window, Skill
Development - External website that opens in a new window, Digital
India - External website that opens in a new window, Swachh Bharat
(Clean India) - External website that opens in a new window. Each
group consists of online and on ground tasks that can be taken up by
the contributors. The objective of each group is to bring about a
qualitative change in that sphere through people's participation.
