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Preamble

Journey of Nehru Gram Bharati 
(Deemed to be University)

  came into existence as the first rural NEHRU GRAM BHARATI (Deemed to be University)
University of U.P. State and probably one of few in rural area based Institutes of higher learning in India. It 
enjoys  recognition as a deemed to be university, granted by the Union Ministry of Human Resource 
Development u/s 3 of U.G.C. Act- 1956, vide Notification No. F.9-42/2005-43(A), dated 27 June, 2008.

st It was basically conceived by the 1  Prime Minister of India, Late Pt. Jawahar Lal Nehru, who laid 
the foundation stone of Nehru Gram Bharati on 26 July, 1962 in the village of Rishi Durvasa Ashram Kotwa-
Jamunipur-Dubawal complex of his Phulpur Parliamentary constituency in Allahabad district. His dream 
was translated into reality by Sri J. N. Misra,  who has vision and dedication to the cause of upliftment of 
rural masses through education.
 As on date, the campus has establishment of professional and technical education, besides 
traditional education for meeting the aspirations of youth from rural as well as urban areas. To begin with 
Rajiv Gandhi Degree College was established in the year 1996 and elevated to PG College in the year 2000 
and subsequently merged in the NGB (Deemed to be University) in 2008-2009.
 Today, NGB (Deemed to be University), is spread across 72 acres of land, with 5 campuses namely; 
1. Hanumanganj comprising Administration, Law Department, 2. Jamunipur comprising Major Academic 
Courses, 3. Jhoothi Tali comprising Research Centre and Central Library, 4. City comprising Management 
and other Professional Courses, 5. Sarpatipur designated for Medical College.
 NGB has close to 200 teaching and administrative staff with 28 Departments ranging from 
traditional subjects to professional courses and Special Education courses to develop trained manpower 
for teaching children with disabilities.

 It has been observed that the idea behind the establishment of Deemed University was to address 
the prevalent rural conditions of the area. Moreover, it has been a good beginning to make a dent on the 
socio-economic problems encountered by the rural society. This is based upon the felt needs of the rural 
community to cope with the problems of providing higher education in general and professional courses in 
particular.
 In addition to the then existing courses, the University has taken initiative to introduce job oriented 
courses by taking approval from the Statutory Bodies.
 The B.Ed. and M.Ed. (Special Courses) along with other courses such as M.S.W., MA Sociology, 
MA Rural Development, LL.B., MCA, BBA, etc. will be really useful. It is in this context that the University 
has taken initiative to seek the permission from the UGC but approval of the UGC for some of the courses 
like MBA, LL.B. and MCA is still awaited. It is suggested that the UGC may consider the request of the 
University for approval of these courses in view of their relevance. 

RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE COMMITTEE

1. Taking into account the availability of the space, faculties and other requisite infrastructure, the 
committee strongly feels that this University has a lot of potential for further development.

2. In view of the concerted efforts made by the Deemed University, it is recommended that the 
University may be further encouraged for imparting higher education to the rural masses of the 
region.

 With permission of Hon'ble PVC Sir as Chirman (IQAC), Prof. R. C. Tripathi, Dir. (IQAC), 

Member Convener (IQAC) made a Power Point Presentation of the 56 pages UGC Guidance 

Document titled "Good Academic Research Practices" September-2020. The following was 

noted:

1. The Good Practice of organising PSP of a candidate, draft thesis based on satisfactory 

report by way of "PSP Check List" will continue to ensure standard format/getup of a candidate's 

draft thesis including checking of for being free of Plagiarism. Its inclusion in the two (02) credit 

course on "Research Publication and Ethics" w.e.f. year 2019 in 6 months course work of newly 

admitted Ph.D. Scholars was also appreciated.

2. As per UGC Guidance Document - GARP a thesis may also be infected with (i) Fabrication, 

(ii) Falsification, (iii) Misrepresentation, (iv) Misconduct with subjects from whom data is collected, 

(v) The colleague researchers, (vi) The targeted audience having stake in the research findings, 

(vii) Environment etc. It is also advised in GARP that researchers should keep away from 

predatory Journals both to use their research paper and also to publish their own research findings 

in such Journals. These are not addressed in PSP Check List.

3. Here (i) Fabrication means cooking up fake data or results and, (ii) Falsification means 

manipulating research materials, equipments, processes, changing or omitting real data or results 

such that research is not accurately represented in the research record. Again 

(iii)  Misrepresentation of data and findings may be in the form of image tampering, relabelling 

axes, distorting a visual representation of data or using the same image to suggest that it 

represents results from multiple experiments. All these have become very easy using modern 

computer softwares like Photoshop, Paint, MX Viewer etc. and therefore need to be curbed.   

4. IQAC members and all Ph.D. Supervisor faculty members agreed that above evils need to 

be detected right whenever and wherever they creep in during conducting of the research. 

Therefore, these need a regular check up by a research governing body to detect them timely and 

instruct the researcher how to avoid above research misconducts and complete Ph.D. work 

honesty and in transparent way.
